Como aprender inglés? Esta pergunta jd vem sendo feita por muitos antes de vocé, como ilustram as diversas
abordagens desenvolvidas ao longo dos anos. No Século XX, dependendo do interesse e objetivos do ensino, eram
oferecidas estratégios muifo diferentes. Até os anos 40, com o inferesse na divulgagto da cultura e na crenca de um
modelo a ser imitado, o aluno tinha que aprender gramdtica e traduzir textos de autores cldssicos, como Shakespeare.
Depois da 20. Guerra Mundial, com a necessidade de os soldados americanos aprenderem a falar rapidamente linguas
estrangeiras, desenvolveu-se o método dudio-ingual, em que o aluno repetia oralmente até decorar certas estruturas.
Com a mudanga nos conceitos de educacio e uma visdo mais pluralista de cultura, chegou-se & abordagem comunicativa,
buscando-se recriar contextos de situagdo real. Essa variedade de metodologias se reflete na diversidade de cursos
oferecidos, cada um com objetivos e focos diferentes. Dai a importncia de se saber o que cada um prioriza e qual seu
método. Na verdade, dominar uma lingua estrangeira implica a capacidade de falar, ouvir, ler e escrever. Isso ndo se
consegue de um dia para outro. Leva muitos anos. Como, entiio, fazer com que o vestibulando, em um s6 ano, se torne
capacitado o ler textos acaddmicos em inglés e assim possa ampliar seu conhecimento?

Este interesse ficou muito claro no final dos anos 70, quando foi concebido o que se chamou de “Inglés para Fins
Especificos” (ESP). O objetivo era fomecer aos alunos em suas diferentes dreas de atuacto habilidade de leitura de
textos técnicos. Médicos leriam textos médicos; pilotos de aviacto aprenderiam linguagem especifica para sua profissio.
0 foco da abordagem passou a ser capacitar o aluno o mais rapidamente possivel para a leitura, a inferpretagdo, a
compreensdo de textos e ndo para a gramdtica como um fim em si, ou a traductio do texto, nem mesmo para a
conversagdo. Nada de comegar com o verbo TO BE em suas vdrias formas. O foco passou a ser o de trabalhar a relagto
entre técnicas de leitura e os diferentes niveis de compreensio de texto.

Com o passar dos anos e a experiéncia adquirida pelos professores e pesquisadores, o “Inglés para Fins Especificos”
foi se transformando em um inglés mais geral, que se chamou “Inglés Instrumental”, voltado somente para a leitura
¢ inferpretacdo de textos. : justamente essa abordagem que vocé encontrard agui. Claro que estruturas gramaticais e
outros aspectos da linguagem serdo trabalhados, mas serdo oferecidos a partir de textos que poderiam ter sido utilizados
em provas de vestibular. Buscamos aqui, também, estudar as palavras de uso mais frequente na lingua inglesa. Além disso,
vocBs irdo perceber que aprender a ler um idioma estrangeiro requer estratégias que vocés jd conhecem e jd usam quando
|8em textos em lingua portuguesa. Por exemplo, para entender algo, vocés buscam relacionar 0 novo com o que jd sabem.
Geralmente ndo decoram. Procuram ver onde e como aplicar o que aprenderam. A abordagem aqui ufilizada visa, porfanto,
oferecer estratégias e recursos que possibilitem o desenvolvimento da habilidade de leitura na lingua inglesa. £ importante
se ressaltar que aqui se enfende que o aluno estd socialmente infegrado em um determinado contexto e que o conhecimento
de mundo que ele jd tem o auxilia a adguirir o habilidade de ler em uma lingua estrangeira.

Caso jd tenha tentado aprender a lingua inglesa, esquega as dificuldades anteriores e ingresse com entusiasmo
e convicgdo nessa nova experiéncia que facilitard sua admissdo aos cursos de graduacio e ajudard o seu crescimento
académico, influenciando sua atuagdo como profissional.

Estamos juntos nesse caminho. Buscamos prepard-o(a) para que o processo seja prazeroso. Aproveitamos para
lembré-lo(a) de que quanto mais vocé ler, mais aprenderd. Bom curso!

Texto 2

Why does my teacher make us read difficult authentic texts?

While most students want to be able to read an authentic text such as a real
newspaper article, even very advanced level leamers can find reading it in the
limited time given in class a challenge. Some students therefore wonder why the
teacher doesn’t give difficult fexts for homework when students have more time
to read it slowly or just give easier fexts. If you think your teacher should give you
easier texts, you could be right! Most teaching experts agree that carefully graded
texts are sually better for language leaming. If you are in a special position such
as needing fo read articles for your work or studies, however, you might need lots
of help reading properly. Reading slowly with a dictionary at home is not the best
way of leaming good reading skills. Even if you don’t have a spedial reason fo
read in English, there are good reasons for using difficult authentic texts in class
occasionally. Some of the good reasons are listed below:
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Reading skills: Using a difficult real life English text in class can be a
good way of the teacher training you to use special reading skills such as ignoring
the parts that are not important, guessing the meaning of words from context,
skimming and scanning quickly for the important parts, reading for general un-
derstanding, and increasing reading speed. If you read the usual texthook texts
for your level it is probably possible to understand it within the time limit without
using any of these useful skills, so a more difficult fext is useful as fraining in the
same way as a marathon runner sometimes doing sprints.

Motivation: Finishing a difficult text for the first time can be a great way
of showing you that your English has progressed and so giving you the confidence
to you move up to the next level.

A goal: Reading an authentic text can also show you how much you still
have to learn in order to understand it more fully, and so push you to study harder
to reach that level.

Topical texts: Some readings with difficult vocabulary can be much
easier than you would think because they are about a story in the news that
you know well already. These kinds of fexts can also lead onto inferesting
classroom discussion, and make it easier for you to understand radio news on
the same or similar stories.

Self-study: If your teacher can show you some sources of good English
texts that interest you and he or she also teaches you how to read them in a way
which makes reading easier and quicker, this should help motivate you fo read
English more frequently outside class.

Real life reading survival skills: If you will ever need to read real
English texts for your studies, a visa application, your work, fo communicate with
a pen friend or to read something on the intemet that is not available in your
own language, you will need preparation for this by using the reading skills your
teacher can show you in class.

The social benefits of intemet use will far outweigh the negatives over
the next decade, according to experts. They say this is because email, social
networks, and other online tools offer “low friction” opportunities to creafe,
enhance, and rediscover social ties that make a difference in people’s lives. The
internet lowers fraditional communications conshraints of cost, geography, and fime;
and it supports the type of apen information sharing that brings peaple together.

While they acknowledge that use of the internet as a tool for communications
can yield both positive and negative effects, a significant majority of technology
experts and stakeholders participating in the fourth Future of the Infemet
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survey say it improves social relations and will continue to do so through 2020.
Most of peaple who participated in the survey were effusive in their praise of
the social connectivity already being leveraged globally online. They said
humans” use of the infemet’s capabilities for communication - for creating,
witivating, and continuing social relationships - is undeniable. Many
enthusiastically cited their personal experiences as examples, and several
noted that they had met their spouse through infemet-bom interaction.
Some survey respondents noted that with the infemet’s many social positives
come problems. They said that both scenarios presented in the survey are likely to
be accurate, and noted that tools such as email and social networks can and are
being used in harmful ways.

Among the negatives noted by both groups of respondents: time spent online
robs time fromimportantface-to-face relationships; theintemetfosters mostly shallow
relationships; the actofleveraging the infemetto engagein social connection exposes
private information;. .. and the infemet is being used to engender infolerance.
Many of the people who said the infemet is a positive force nofed that it
“tosts” people less now fo communicate - some noted that it costs less
money and others noted that it costs less in time spent. allowing them to
witivate many more relationships, including those with both strong and
weak fies. They said “geography” is no longer an obstacle to making and
maintaining  connections; some noted that intemetbased communications
removes previously perceived constraints of “space” and not just “place.”
Some respondents observed that as use of the intemet for social networks evolves
there is a companion evolution in language and meaning as tech users redefine social
constructs such as “privacy” and “friendship.” Other respondents suggested there
will be new “categories of relationships,” a new “art of politics,” the development of
some new psychologicaland medical syndromes that will be “variations of depression
caused by the lack of meaningful quality relationships,” and a “new world society.”
Many survey participants pointed out that while our tools are changing quickly,
basic human nature seems to adjust at a slower pace.

IGARAPE DO COSTA, Brazil - The illegal slaughtering of dolphins is on the rise
here, threatening one of the storied symbols of the Amazon and illustrating the
challenge of policing environmental faw in such a vast temitory, researchers and
government officials say.

Prejudice and discrimination are negative manifestations of integrative
power. Instead of bringing or holding people together, prejudice and discrimi-
nation push them apart. lronically, even prejudice and discrimination imply
some sort of relationship, however. If there is no relationship people would
be completely unaware of another person’s or group’s existence. When there
is any relationship at all--even a negative one--there is some integration.
Kenneth Boulding referred to this as “disintegrative power”-"the integration
that is achieved through hatred, fear, and the threat of a common enemy.”
(Boulding, 1989, p. 62.) This is seen in military patriotism, in nationalism,
and in any situation of “negative identity” in which one group defines itself
in terms of what it is not. This tends to lead into a “pathological situation
of internal violence, often perpetuated through the family itself.” While this
is especially obvious and destructive when it occurs on a large scale-as it
did in the Balkans, Somalia, Sri Lanka, or the Middle East-it also occurs
on smaller scales as well, when one group holds negative stereotypes of
another group and discriminates against members of that group based on

those stereotypes.

On Technology and the Future of Humanity

Observing the dramatic advances in our technological products over the past
decads, and noticing the under-30 crowd virtually tethered o their devices, begs
the question of where we are headed as a species. For a while technology may
serve us in valuable and important ways, if we lose our connection to Nature and
our ability fo relate to each other as a result of living in a “virtual” world, we will
have lost the best part of being human-and an apportunity fo develop info @ more
evolved species.

We have passed Kubrick’s 2001 and yes, our computers are now smarfer
than we are: Watson has not only competed in and won a Jeopardy challenge,
but has been awarded the 2011 Webby for “Person of the Year.”

Before us is the most
important crossroads in the history of civilization: one way leading to a world where
humans are little more than servants of the machines they have created fo serve
them, engaged in front of screens where lives are lived Yirtually” (FarmVille!); the
other leading toward a civilization that has recognized its Spiritual Nature and the
Oneness of all Life: where the environment depended on for existence is respected
and cherished, and brotherhood is not a cliché but a way of life.

And while the media are bombarding us from every direction with
enticements toward the former, fortunately, there is a growing segment of the
global population that has been steadily evolving foward the latter.

The Rio logo comes in the wake of London 2012 and so comparisons are
inevitable. At a recent falk | asked the audience if they had disliked the London
logo when it first appeared: the majority stuck their hands up.

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Africa battles hunger with Brazilian experience

More than 100 thousand students in five African countries are benefited by
the program PAA Africa (Purchase from Africans for Africa). Inspired by a Brazilian
model, it provides meals to 453 African schoolchildren. To encourage family
farming for subsistence and as a source of income for 4,151 families, it develops
food frade in the communities, strengthens the agricultural productive capacity and
helps keep children in the classroom.

The United Nations Food Agriculture Organization (FAQ), WFP and the
Brazilian government are some of the partners of this inifiative. “The hallmark of
this model was to begin supplying schools with local production,” says program
coordinator at the Ministry of Social Development and Fight Against Hunger
Darana Souza. The benefits, she highlights, go from the diversity of products fo
ranging opportunities for small producers.

PAA has pilot projects in five countries: Ethiopia, Malawi, Mozambique,
Niger and Senegal, and was created from a commitment made by the Brazilian
government in the “BraziFAfrica Dialogue on Food Security, Hunger and Rural
Development”, a meeting that brought together 45 African countries, plus Brazil
and Fast Timor in May 2010.

The activities developed in the communities ensure the planting and
marketing of foods, and in diet diversification in schools through a collaborative
effort Furthermore, trainings for these farmers are conducted and they leam
notions of market, food processing and agricultural techniques.

In the pilot project developed in Ethiopia, farmers get grain, fertilizer and
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training. The schools get low fuel consumption stoves and other kitchen items,
and also staff and technicians training to work in schools and in food production.
Brazil has provided technical support for the assessment and strengthening of
local purchases for school lunch. Local cooperatives, some exclusively composed
by women, participate in the direct acquisition of products from the farmers. The
project has been so successful that the government of Ethiopia has incorporated it
into its development policy and increased access to education.

Fthiopia is the second most populous country in Africa and has high rates
of economic growth — linked fo the creation of jobs in the country, since 83%
of the population lives in rural areas. Despite the positive data there is a big
challenge, because 30% of the population lives below the poverty line and 40%
are undermourished.

The situation in Malawi is not much different. 80% of the workforce is in
agriculture and 85% live in rural areas, but 43% of the country residents live
in poverty. The food deficit comes mainly from ireqular climate patters and
prolonged rainfall and drought, but the country has a large availability of water
resources, which ensures the great potential farm.

The activities of the PAA in the country are supported by the goverment and
aim mainly schools. However, enrollments rates are still low — undemourished
children are more prone to skip classes and leave school. FAD works in the
areation, maintenance and diversification of school gardens with planning menus
and technical training. Agricultural groups contribute to the food supply.

Mozambique suffered a civil war that lasted over 15 years. And the result
is 54% of the population below the poverty line and 44% is subject to chronic
malnutition. In the country, the program participates mainly conducting training
farmers to production and postharvest handling and distribution of supplies and
tools.

Niger will rely on Brazilian support for local purchases and school funches. The
focus is to increase the supply of nutrients and strengthen local production of food,
especially women farmers, for supply to schools. The country is in the Sahel region
— located between the Sahara desert and the fertile lands of the south — and has
more than two-thirds of the ferritory occupied by the desert, which contributes to
the constant variation in food production, leading to shortages and high acute
malnutrition rate: 10% of the population.

Considered one of the countries with the most stable political landscape and
better economic performance in West Africa, Senegal has panorama better than
neighboring countries. Nevertheless, half of the families of the field (57% of the
total population) live below the poverty line. The inifiative aims to strengthen the
country’s school lunch programs through acquisition of cereals in the region and
thereby also ensure income for farmers. The program also enables the installation
of equipment fo process cereakbased products and the farmers fraining in
managing frade and inventories.

The program that inspired the creation of the African initiative was reated in
2003 with the aim to eradicate hunger in Brazil. Just as in Africa, small farmers
receive support in planting, storage and production sales fo generate income and
feed their families.

The social benefits of infemet use will far outweigh the negatives over the
next decade, according to experts.

They say this is because email, social networks, and other online tools offer
“low friction” opportunities to create, enhance, and rediscover social figs that
make a difference in people’s lives. The infemet lowers traditional communications
constraints of cost, geography, and time; and it supports the type of open
information sharing that brings people together.

While they acknowledge that use of the intemet as a tool for communications
aan yield both positive and negative effects, a significant majority of technology
experts and stakeholders participating in the fourth Future of the Intemet survey
say it improves social relations and will continue to do so through 2020.

Most of people who participated in the survey were effusive in their praise of
the social connectivity already being leveraged globally online. They said humans’
use of the intemet’s apabilities for communication — for creating, cultivating,
and continuing social relationships — is undeniable. Many enthusiastically cited
their personal experiences as examples, and several ofed that they had met their
spouse through infermet-bom interaction.

Some survey respondents noted that with the infernet’s many social positives
come problems. They said that both  enarios presented in the survey are likely to
be accurate, and noted that tools such as email and social networks can and are
being used in harmful ways.

Among the negatives noted by both groups of respondents: fime spent
online robs time from important faceto- face relationships; the infemet fosters
mostly shallow relationships; the act of leveraging the infemet fo engage in
social connection exposes private information;... and the intemet is being used
to engender intolerance.

Many of the people who said the intemet is a positive force nofed that it
“tosts” peaple less now to communicate — some noted that it costs less money
and others noted that it costs less in time spent, allowing them to cultivate many
more relationships, including those with both strong and weak ties.

In London the police and security services, emergency and health services use
languages skills already to help communication with the public.

Tourism
The Games are expected to deliver a £2 billion boost to Britain’s intemational
visitor economy. Games-related and Games-motivated tourism will mean over half
a million extra visitors in London alone in 2012, but most of the growth will be
achieved in the 4 years following the Games — if we can use the opportunity to
upgrade the quality of service fourists receive. If we want the Games to leave the
lasting legacy of a thriving, innovative fourism industry, one key change to make
is to be able to communicate with people in their own language.

Alcohol is a general term denoting a family of organic chemicals with common
properties. Members of this family include ethanol, methanol, isopropanol, and
others. This introduction discusses the physical, chemical, and physiological aspects
of the most commonly ingested of these — ethanol.

Alcohol (ethanol) is a dear, volatile liquid that bums (oxidizes) easily. It has a
slight, characteristic odor and is very soluble in water. Alcohol is an organic compound
composed of carbon, oxygen, and hydrogen; its chemical formula is C,HOH.

Alcohol is a central nervous system depressant and it is the central nervous
system which is the bodi ly system that is most severely affected by alcohol (see
chart below). The degree to which the central nervous system function is impaired
is directly proportional to the concentration of alcohol in the blood.

When ingested, alcohol passes from the stomach into the small infesting,
where it is rapidly absorbed into the blood and distributed throughout the body.
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Because it is distributed so quickly and thoroughly the alcohol can affect the central
nervous system even in small concentrations. In low concentrations, alcohol reduces
inhibitions. As blood alcohol concentration increases, a person’s response to stimuli
decreases markedly, speech becomes slurred, and he or she becomes unsteady and
has trouble walking. With very high concentrations — greater than 0.35 grams/100
milliliters of blood (equivalent to 0.35 grams/210 liters of breath) — a person can
become comatose and die. The American Medical Association has defined the blood
alcohol concentration level of impairment for all people to be 0.04 grams/100
milliliters of blood (equivalent to .04 grams/210 liters of breath). The following is
o generally accepted guide to the effects of alcohol.

Absorption
Alcohol is absorbed from all parts of the gastrointestinal fract largely by simple
diffusion info the blood. However the small intestine is by far the most efficient

region of the gastrointestinal tract for alcohol absorption because of its very large
surface area. In a fasting individual, it is generally agreed that 20% to 25% of
a dose of alcohol is absorbed from the stomach and 75% to 80% is absorbed
from the small infestine. Because of this peak blood alcohol concentrations are
achieved in fasting people within 0.5 to 2.0 hours, (average 0.75 — 1.35 hours
depending upon dose and time of last meal) while non-fasting peaple exhibit
peak alcohol concentrations within 1.0, and in extreme cases up to as much as
6.0 hours (average 1.06 — 2.12 hours).

Distribution

Alcohol has a high affinity for water and is therefore found in body fissues
and fluids inasmuch as they contain water. Absorbed alcohol is rapidly caried
throughout the body in the blood and once absorption of alcohol is complete
an equilibrivm occurs such that blood at all points in the system contains
approximately the sume concentration of alcohol

Elimination

The liver is responsible for the elimination — through metabolism — of 95% of
ingested alcohol from the body. The remainder of the alcohol is eliminated through
excretion of alcohol in breath, urine, sweat, feces, milk and saliva. The body uses
several different metabolic pathways in its oxidation of alcohol fo acefaldehyde fo
acetic acid to carbon dioxide and water.

Healthy people metabolize alcohol at a fairly consistent rate. As a rule of
thumb, a person will eliminate one average drink or .5 oz (15 ml) of alcohol
per hour. Several factors infl uence this rate. The rate of elimination fends to be
higher when the blood alcohol concentration in the body is very high or very low.
Also chronic alcoholics may (depending on liver health) metabolize alcohol at a
significantly higher rate than average. Finally, the body’s ability to metabolize
alcohol quickly tends to diminish with age.

WHY IS READING IMPORTANT?

1. Reading is fundamental to function in today’s society. There are many
adults who cannot read well enough to understand the instructions on a medicine
bottle. That is a scary thought — especially for their children. Filling out applications
becomes impossible without help. Reading road or warning signs is difficult. Even
following a map becomes a chore. Day-fo-day activities that many people take for
granted become a source of frustration, anger and fear.

2. Reading is a vital skill in finding a good job. Many well-paying jobs require
reading as a part of job performance. There are reports and memos which must be
read and responded fo. Poor reading skills increases the amount of time it fakes fo
absorb and react in the workplace. A person is limited in what they can accomplish
without good reading and comprehension skills.

3. Reading is imporfant because it develops the mind. The mind is @ muscle.
It needs exercise. Understanding the written word is one way the mind grows in
its ability. Teaching young children to read helps them develop their language
skills. It also helps them learn o listen. Everybody wants to falk, but few can really
listen. Lack of listening skills can result in major misunderstandings which can lead
to job loss, marriage breakup, and other disasters - small and great. Reading helps
children [and adults] focus on what someone else is communicating.

4. Why is reading important? It is how we discover new things. Books,
magazines and even the Intemet are great leaming tools which require the ability
to read and understand what is read. A person who knows how to read can educate
themselves in any area of life they are interested in. We live in an age where we
overflow with information, but reading is the main way to fake advantage of it

5. Reading develops the imagination. TV and computer games have their
place, but they are more like amusement. Amusement comes from two words “a”
[non] and “muse” [think]. Amusement is non-thinking activities. With reading,
a person can go anywhere in the world...or even out of it! They can be a king, or
an adventurer, or a princess, or... The possibilities are endless. Non-readers never
experience these joys fo the same extent.

6. In line with the above, reading develops the creative side of people. When
reading o children, stop every once in awhile and ask them what they think is
going to happen next. Get them thinking about the story. When it is finished, ask
if they could think of a betfer ending or anything that would have improved it. If

they really liked the story, encourage them to illustrate it with their own drawings
or fo make up a different story with the same characters. Get the creative juices
flowing!

7. Reading is fundomental in developing a good self image. Nonreaders or
poor readers offen have low opinions of themselves and their abilities. Many
times they feel s if the world is against them. They feel isolated [everybody else
can read - which isn't true] and behavior problems can surface. They can perform
poorly in other subjects because they cannot read and understand the material
and so fend to “give up.”

8 Why is reading important? Let’s keep going... Good reading skills,
espedially in a phonics reading program, improve spelling. As students leam o
sound out letters and words, spelling comes easier. Also, reading helps fo expand
the vocabulary. Reading new words puts them in their mind for later use. Seeing
how words are used in different confexts can give o better understanding of the
word usage and definitions than the cold facts of a dictionary.

9. There is an old saying, “The pen is mightier than the sword.” Ideas writfen
down have changed the destiny of men and nations for better or worse. The flow
of ideas cannot be stopped. We need to read and research to build on the good
ideas and expose the bad ideas before they bring destruction. Only by reading can
we be armed in this never-ending, life-and-death struggle.

10. The fact of the power of written ideas communicated through reading
is a foundational reason why some governments oppose free and honest
communication. llliterate people are easier to control and manipulate. They
cannot do their own research and thinking. They must rely on what they are
told and how their emotions are swayed. There is a good possibility that this
is one of the main reasons phonics was removed from the schools about 100
years ago.

11. Finally, why is reading important? Reading is imporfant because words -
spoken and written - are the building blocks of life. You are, right now, the result of
words that you have heard or read AND believed about yourself. What you become
in the future will depend on the words you believe about yourself now. People,
families, relationships, and even nations are built from words. Think about it

What's the
point of ‘winning’ an argument if it results in losing a friend? To prevent needless
breakups, arm yourself with a basic understanding of human nature and how we
communicate. You may find one or more of the following points helpful on your
journey to these goals.

Most disagreements are caused by misunderstandings. That is, you disagree
with someone not because you have a different opinion, but because you misun-
derstand the opinion of your friend. The first thing to keep in mind is that misun-
derstandings are unavoidable. The bad news is misunderstandings can become
quarrels. The good news is that with awareness, you can change misunderstand-
ings to understanding and acceptance, which will despen your friendships.

Why is misunderstanding inevitable? Well, it's got to do with the nature of
casual communication. Let’s say I'm among a circle of friends and wish fo share
an idea, and it’s my tum to speak. The idea is completely clear in my mind, but to
explain it in great detail is somewhat laborious. ... what do | do? | abbreviate,
shorten, and clip my ideas to get them out faster and easier. However, by reducing
the details of my point, | unwittingly infroduce vagueness and ambiguity. This lack
of clarity leads to confusion and misunderstanding.

If it is your tum to speak, you can reduce the chances of being misunderstood
by introducing just one point at a time. You will usually have enough time to pres-
ent your case clearly if you stick to one point at a time. If it is your friend who is
doing the speaking, remember that most likely you are just hearing a small part
of what he wishes to say and can easily misinterpret his point. So, before disagree-
ing, ask for confirmation of what you think he is frying to say.

Threats loom over the world’s forest, but there’s some good news, too.

Around the globe, illegal logging has dropped - in some cases dramatically.
Compared to 2002 levels, the practice is down 75 percent in Indonesia, 50 percent
in Cameroon, and more than 50 percent in the Brazilian Amazon, found a new
study.

On a recent expedition to the remote western Amazon in Brazil, Michigan
State University geographer Bob Walker saw some surprisingly positive signs of
the trend.

“I don’t want o come across as saying everything is fi ne and we don’t have
to worry anymore about the Amazon,” Walker said. “But yeah, we saw a number
of examples of good stories.”[...]

Efforts to quell illegal logging may be succeeding not just in the Brazilian
Amazon, but around the world.

In a report released today by Chatham House, an independent policy think
tank in London, researchers found that a decade of improvements have spared
more than 65 million square miles of forest in Cameroon, Indonesia, and the
Amazon. That’s an area bigger than England.

The findings, said lead author Sam Lawson, do not mean that the battle fo
save forests is over.

“The fact that we measured significant declines in logging should not be
taken as a reason for complacency, but quite the opposite,” he said. “Things have
improved, but things are still very bad.”

Curiosity’s virtue is its greed. It wonders, offen indiscriminately, about every-
thing it focuses on. Curiosity carries you, limited by time and space, beyond the
immediate. It knows no boundaries, and it pushes you to leam about everything
that's still unknown or unfomiliar to you. It can as easily direct itself fo the ancient
Egyptians as to the wriggling pond-ife under your microscope. But that's also its
vice, for it's usually directed to very particular interests — say, to ballet or fo bugs.
You therefore have to make strenuous efforfs fo extend ifs range, so that your
wonder about ballet becomes knowledge about dance, or so that your fascination
with bugs tums into a lifelong love affair with the entire natural world.

When you were a child, your eagemess fo leam defined your behavior. You
were full of wonder about everything — touching, holding, maybe wrecking any-
thing that came into your reach. And as soon as you could talk you were full of
questions: why is the sky blue? why is up up? why can’t tomorrow be yesterday?
You found everything “curiouser and curiouser,” as Alice found it in Wonderland.
Adults tried to answer your endless questions (even if you sometimes drove them
aazy with them), for they knew that by rewarding your natural inquisitiveness
and by safisfying your excitement to know, they'd help you to leam and, equally
important, fo acquire a faste for leaming throughout your life.

Yet you must keep this in mind about knowledge: it isn’t the same thing as
information. Knowledge is information that has been given organization, mean-
ing, and use. Facts exist by themselves. Knowledge is a human creation.

Hydrogen and chlorine are elements of nature. That's a fact. Your under-
standing that, when combined, these two elements create new substances, such
as hydrochloric acid, which has certain characteristics that hydrogen and chlorine
independently don’t have, constitutes knowledge.

Knowledge differs from information as music differs from sound. An orchestra
warming up doesn’t make music; it makes only noise. It makes music when the
conductor takes over and each performer follows the score in cooperation with one
another.
